fﬁgﬁlﬁalﬁ (absolute rights)

Article 3 of the ECHR (European Convention on Human Rights) expresses one of the

fundamental values of democratic societies. It prohibits torture and inhuman or degrading
treatment in absolute terms. This provision allows no exception, and cannot be derogated from
during states of emergency (ECoHRs, Case of Aydin v. Turkey, judgement of 25 September
1997, para. 81).
