Restriction of Rights

In the same case, the Court had also declared that the difficulties associated with the
struggle against terrorism, particularly in terms of investigation, could not justify any restriction
of the personal right to physical integrity, and that incommunicado detention, solitary
confinement in a cell without natural light as well as restricted visiting rights constituted forms
of cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment under Article 5 ACHR (Inter-American Court of
