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...the fact that the Court of First Instance and the Appeal Court decided and pronounced
sentence upon the accused...on with illegal confinement for the purpose of extortion and illegal
possession of a weapon shows contained contradictions between the legal reasoning and the final
ruling since witness testimonies from hotel and bungalow staff did not confirm the elements of a
crime. Instead, their statements indicated a mutual agreement to rent and stay at the locations.

Consequently, the Supreme Court decided to remand the case (Criminal Case No. 46,
dated February 26, 2013) back to the Appeal Court for a new trial.
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
