REAFFIRMING their commutment to the Jims and purposes of the Association
of Southeas: Asian Nations (ASEAN) as set forth in the Bangkok Declaration
of 8 August 1967, in particular, to promote regionaf co-operation in Southeast
Asia in the spirit of equality and parinership and thereby contribute towards

12. “Receiving Party” means a Party that accepts assistance offered by an
Assisting Entity or Entities in the event oi a disaster emergency.

13. "Requesting Party” means a Party that requests from another Party or
Parties assistance in the event of a disaster emergency.

ARTICLE 2.0BJECTIVE

The objectiy ¢ of this Agreement is to provide eficctive mechanisms to achieve
substantial reduction of disaster losses in lives and in the social, economic
and environmental assets of the Parties, andd to jointly respond to disaster
emergencies through concerted national efforts and intensified regional and
internationd] co-operation. This should be pursued in the overall contest or
sustainable development and in accordance with the provisions of iy
Agreement,

ARTICLE 3. PRINCIPLES

The Parties shall be guicled by the following principles in the implementation
of this Agreement:

1. The sovereigniy, territorial integrity and national unity of the Parties shall
be respected. in accordance with the Charter of the United Nations and
the Treaty of Amity and Cooperation in Southeast Asia, in the
implementation of this Agreement. In this context, each ariected Pariv
shall have the primary responsibility to respond to disasters occurring
within its territory and external assistance or oifers of assistance shall
only be provided upon the request or with the consent of the arected
Party.

AS‘EAN AGREEMENTY ON DISASTER MANAGEMENT AND EMERGENCY RESPOUNSE
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The Requesting or Receiving Party shall exercise the overall direction,
control, co-ordination and supervision of the assistance within its territory.
The Parties shall, in the spirit of solidarity and partnership and in
accordance with their respective needs, capabilities and situations,
strengthen co-operation and co-ordination to achieve the objectives of
this Agreement.

The Parties shall give priority to prevention and mitigation, and thus shall
take precautionary measures to prevent, monitor and mitigate disasters.
The Parties shall, to the extent possible, mainstream disaster risk reduction
efforts into sustainable development policies, planmng and programming
at all tevels.

The Parties, in addressing disaster risks, shall involve, as appropriate, all
stakeholders mc!udlng local communities, non-governmental
organisations and private enterprises, utilising, among others, community-
based disaster preparedness and carly response approaches.

ARTICLE 4. GENERAL OBLIGATIONS

in pursuing the objective of this Agreement, the Parties shall;

a.

co-operate in developing and implementing measures 1o reduce disaster

losses including identification of disaster risk, development of monitoring,
assessment and early warning systems, standby arrangements for disaster
relief and emergency response, exchange of information and technology,
and the provision of mutual assistance;

immediately respond to a disaster occurring within their territory. When
the said disaster is likely to cause possible impacts on other Member
States, respond promptly to a request for relevant information sought by
a Member State or States that are or may be aifected by such disasters,
with a view to minimising the consequences;

promptly respond (o a request for assistance from an affected Party; and

take legislative, administrative and other measures as necessary 1o
implement their obligations under this Agreement.

ASEAN AGREEMENT ON QOISASTER MANAGEMENT ANO EMERGENCY RESPONSE
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PART II. DISASTER RISK IDENTIFICATION,
ASSESSMENT AND MONITORING

ARTICLE 5. RISK IDENTIFICATION AND
MONITORING

1. Each Party shall take appropriate measures to identify disaster risks in its
respective territories covering, among others, the following aspects:
a. natural and human-induced hazards;

b. risk assessment;
c. monitoring of vuinerabilities; and
d. disaster management capacities.

2. The Parties shall assign risk levels to each identified hazard according to
agreed criteria.

3. Each Party shall ensure that its National Focal Point, at agreed regular
intervals, communicates the above information to the ASEAN Co-
ordinating Centre for Humanitarian Assistance on disaster management,
hereinaiter referred to as “the AHA Centre”, established in accordance
with Article 20 of this Agreemient.

4. The AHA Centre shall receive and consolidate data as analysed by and
recommendations on risk level from the National Focal Points. On the
basis of such information, the AHA Centre shali disseminate to each Party,
through its National Focal Point, the analysed data and risk level arising
from the identified hazards. Thé AHA Centre may also, where appropriate,
conduct analysis on possible regional-level implications.

PART III. DISASTER PREVENTION AND
MITIGATION
